Mary Litzinger  flew out of Haiti only four hours before the devastating earthquake occurred. Her account of 
her mission trip is printed below.  

Hearts and Hands for Haiti 
I was so privileged to once again visit Haiti with the nonprofit interdenominational organization, Hearts and 
Hands for Haiti, located in Raleigh, NC.  We worked with 4 Haitian leaders who oversee the Children’s Training 
and Nutrition Center as well as seven churches, three primary schools, secondary schooling, a vocational school 
and various kinds of relief assistance.  It is always a joy to visit with the pastors, teachers and most of all, the 
children.  We have lots of fun playing games, jumping rope, playing marbles, blowing bubbles, and just hanging 
out with them. The high light is to go to church with them on Sunday morning.  This church is on the compound 
of the Children’s Home and many community people come as well.  In fact, some of the children’s mothers 
come to church but are not able to take care of their child at home.  On this last visit, we experienced a very 
meaningful communion service with the congregation.  I had such a warm feeling of being of one spirit with 
these wonderful Christian friends.  And no, we did not get out after an hour of worship, but at least 3 ½ hours of 
being in church.  We Americans do get rather tired, but out of respect, we stay with them. 
 
The children in the Children’s Home and primary schools are sponsored by American families.  This assures that 
they will have the required uniforms for school, one meal per day, and the few school supplies they have.  Each 
student needs 3 sponsors so as to keep down the cost for the sponsor.  For more information go 
toww.heartsandhandsforhaiti.org. 
 
As many of you have already heard, our group was blessed with our departure from Port Au Prince being about 
4 hours before the earthquake came.  HHH work is about 6 hours inland so no one was affected by this catastro-
phe, although we still saw remnants of the last 3 hurricanes which destroyed much of Haiti. 
 
Please continue to pray for the people of Haiti, for the many people going to help, for supplies to be distributed 
where needed, and that the millions of dollars given be used for the good of all peoples.  Our teams always pray 
this prayer together, and I invite you to pray it with us.  “I ask for Haiti, I call her by name.  I present her to the 
Father in Jesus’ name.”
